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Silver Haired Legislature: A View from the Capitol...

The 2009 General Assembly provided
many opportunities for the Silver
Haired Legislature (SHL) delegates
to gain support for its priority bills
during the past legislative session.
Below is a summary of bills of
interest to the SHL during the 2009
session:

Some of the truly agreed to and
finally passed bills:

e HB82 Income tax exemption
for certain retirement benefits;

e HBi54 Child placement of
children with grandparents;

e HB395 Long-term care
facilities (increase personal
needs allowance); and

e SB1 Pre-Need funeral
contracts (Establishes licensing
and contract requirements
for preneed funeral contract
sellers, providers, and seller
agents).

Bills that failed:

e HB156 Supplemental food
stamp assistance for certain
elderly; and

e HB45 Tax credit for senior
center exemption.

On June 12, 2009, the Central
Missouri Area Agency on Aging
(CMAAA) SHL delegation held its
priority bill meeting in Columbia,
MO. Delegates attending the meeting
were: Elizabeth Broughton, Dent
County; Mack Brushwood, Boone
County; Sherman and Susa Davis,
Laclede County; Pat Donehue, Cole
County; Harold Enslen, Audrain
County; Ray Horton, Dent County;
Anna Lippert, Camden County; Ron
and Mary Beth Sterrett, Audrain
County; Alice Scrivner, Miller
County; and Bill Trimm, Cole County.

Jean Leonatti, CEO for the Central
Missouri Area Agency on Aging
(CMAAA), shared information on the
area agencies on aging network and
charts of demographics for CMAAA’s
19 counties.

Mary Still, State Representative
from District 25, was honored at

the luncheon for sponsoring a bill
during the 2009 legislative session to
regulate payday loan lenders, one of
the SHL’s top five priorities.

At the June 12th meeting, CMAAA’s

SHL delegation chose its two priority
bills and two alternate bills that
will be presented at the upcoming
statewide SHL conference in
October:
e Stricter payday loan lender
regulations; and
e Increase meal funding for
congregate and homebound
meal programs.
e Raise asset level to be eligible
for MOHealthNet.
e Ban Cell Phone Use When
Driving a Motor Vehicle.

At the statewide meeting, all SHL
delegates from each of the 10

area agencies on aging will meet

for two days to conduct a model
legislative session. At that time,
delegates present, debate and vote
on a pre-prepared docket of bills and
resolutions that concern legislation,
which affects the lives of not only
the elderly but all Missouri citizens.
From the docket, five bills having the
highest priority are selected as the
main focus in the Missouri General
Assembly for the upcoming year.
